 NOTES


Illness - The state statues that we must follow require that children attending preschool have not had the following within 24 hours: fever, diarrhea, and vomiting. So, if they have a fever in the evening but feel better the next morning, they cannot come to school. Also, if your child becomes infected with a communicable disease, (influenza, impetigo, strep throat, conjunctivitis (pink eye), hand, foot and mouth disease, etc.) you must inform the preschool and your child must be on medicine for 24 hours before coming back to school. Also, state regulations require that children must use soap and water to wash hands at school, not hand sanitizer. Thank you for your cooperation!


Extra Clothing - Please be sure to send extra, weather-appropriate clothing in your child’s backpack daily. Also, if you have any extra pants or shirts sizes, 2T- 5 you’d like to donate to the preschool for our “extra” bin, we would appreciate it! Thank you.


Late Fee - Please automatically add $5 to tuition that is after the 12th of the month. Our accounting software automatically adds a late fee to unpaid accounts starting on the 13th. If you know you will need to pay late for any reason, just let us know in advance.
